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SAYRE TILLS OF PACIFIS? WITNDSS COIT

Ho tracod the movement of pacifism in
England, Francc, Germany (wvhers it is
a living flome), India, Japan and the
United States. In the first world war
thore were 16,000 C.0.s in England: in
this war 64,000 have anplicd for C.O,
status, indicating +the rising tide of
consciencoe against war. '

Ho cmphasized the crucial import-
anca of Gandhi in world history.
Gandhi 1is applying the Sormon on the
lMount, "the lofticst picce of moral
teaching", to a mass movement. "To
achiove morel aims and purposcs, wo
must inflict suffcring upon oursclvus,
not upon others. This Gandhi
'soul-foreca' or 'truth forco'. Wo rmat
not take the blood of others, but our
own blood; so Christ did." Gandhi's
canpaign of non-violent rosistence is
rovolutionary. This dcmonstration of
pacifism on a world scale may ba tha
tuarning point of history.

In .closing Sayroc said, "In a dark
room one must turn on light, the light
of loving kindness."

LONGER DAYS O BEETS

A now and longor daily work sche-
dule has been startcd for crows work-
ing in the sugar beet harvest. The
work day for "beet toppurs" has been
lengthened 45 minutes, but thu work
weck has been reduced from fiva and a
half days to five days. This was donc
to specd up the harvest which is a
raca against tho killing frosts.

Not without some compensation was
this plan invokaed however, for now tha
campees who wish to work on Saturdays,
can do so on their own free time rec-
eiving the pay for that day. Or if
they so wish, they can have the day
for themselves. This change in sche-~
dule applies only to the beet crews
(vhich total -around sixty men) and
will remain in effect for the duration
of this season's beet harvest.

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VI. MENIONITE CENTRAL COMRMITIEE.
llennonites to South America

In the last article Jjust half of thu story was told concerning the Russign
Mennonitos and their migration of 1929, However, the chapter dealing with their
trok to South America is onc of the most interesting.

The year 1929 saw 6,000 Russian omigrants, 3885 of which were Mennonites, suc-
ceeding in their attompt to obtain passports, whilc 9,000 werc rudely turned
down by the BRussian officials and were sorcly mistreated instead. The six
thousand fortunatc pusple ran into further difficultics In finding a . country
which would take them in.

Germany, undor Prosident von Hindenburg allowad the entira group to cross 1its
borders and settle thore temporarily until they could find another country to go
to. The government however, mot knowing exactly how to care for these refugees,
asked Benjamin Unruh representing the LICC, if the Ilennonites would want to help
nut. Upon his faith in the lMennonites, Unruh signed a written statement assum—
ing for +the MCC, the entire financial obligation for these people. At first
this bill amounted to two million dollars but later on the German government
cancelled three-fourths of this sum. Two hundred thousand dollars was contri-
buted by the Amorican Mennonites and the remainder was raised through othcr
channels.

These Mennonite refugeas could not stay in Gormany long however, and onc thou-
sand who were financially able, moved to Canada. Tho remainder looked to South
Amorica as a possible location for sottlement. H. S. Bender was then scnt by
the Mcnnonite Contral Committee to handle +their affeirs and dircet their moving
to South Amsrica, Before complete arrangements could be made, the German govern-
ment forced 1,200 of the emigrants to move to southern Brazil. This was an
unsatisfactory arrangement because here they were not granted full freedom of
conscience in regard. to military service and in time, caused them to lose their
positive peoaca testimony.

The remaining 1600 to 1700 Memnonites in Germany through the oncouragement and
planning of tho M.C.C., degided to make Paraguay thair future home. The Gran
Chace of Paraguay boing largely a prairie country, appealcd to the rofugees.
Then too, the govermment of Paraguay offered them excemption from military ser-
vice, the right to conduct their own schools, and promisud them full religious
frcedom. The Mennonites cccepted this liberal offer and arrangements were made
by the M.C.C. for the purchaso of land and eguipment.

The first group arrived on April 11, 1930 and through the help of the M.C.C. and
of certain Mennonites who had previously moved to the Chaco from Canada, eleven
villages werc occupied bofore the ond of that year. Theo provisions and promiscs
made to thesg Russian Monnonites by Paraguay have becn kept wup to tha prossnt
time and tha colonies of lMenno, Fgrhheim and Fricsland hava grown till they now
cover a territory of 33¢,000 acres.

Though self-supporting in most living cssontials, thesc llennvnites of tha Chaco
ara still boing sent clothing, medical aid and leadership by tho Mcnnonite
Contral Committee. ~-IR :
