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UNITED FOR PEACE

Hzarold A. Bender, in writing about the result of constant persecution to which
Mznnonites were subjeccted for hundreds of years says:

"One unfortunate effect of the centuries of persccutionupon Swiss and South
German Licnnonites was the creation of a quietistic spirit. The passive
attitude toward the world, and cven toward aggressive actlon within their
own groups, crcatcd a spirit of rcsignation and sclf-depreciation which
amountcd to a strong inferiority feeling which inhibited actions. Thc scnse
of witness was largely lost, even to their own children."

The prescnt crisis, however, is lcading Mennonites to recxamine their feel-
ings of inferiority. Many pcople are now talking and writing about the peace
testimony which the Mennonites arc helping to give. Present church leaders are
not the retiring, quictistic, and self-depreciating Individuals of 2 hundred
ycars agos Tacy find themselves dealing with many high officials of our govern-—
ment. Taey find themselves working daily with mony ranking religious leaders
representing neorly cvery frith in the country. The change is not coming about
through aon overthrow of the doctrine of "separation from the world". It is
coming about through 2 new vision of vhat it means to "let your light shine.

P-is change from the self-depreciating attituds which says ™ have nothing
to offer" to the crcative spirit which says ".we. believe in 2 good prineipie
which we wish to share" carries with it many new implications. Among the things
thot we mnced is a well-knit and active peace organization with units in every
Mcnnonite congregation, vhich keeps in close toush with what our peace groups
arc doinge Inis organization should keep church members - informcd «nd "on thelr
tocs". It should know whot other groups are doing and cooperate with them in
worthwhile projectss This is happening now in CPS. In cvery :éamp men are
strongly urged to study the foundations on which their non-resistent belicfs arc
based by cenrolling in the Corc Coursce At -camp, 2lso, men have become acquaint-
ed with the peace cfforts of other groups. - The MCC, AFSC, BSC, ACCO, the Mecth~—
odist Peace Commission, and other groups -arc now seen as fellow orgsnizations
with many gosls in common, and =2s groups ccch adding its cwn distinctive -gonins
to the total effort. Before coming to comp the men kmew Iractically nothing
sbout these groups. Prior to CPS there was almost a complete blackout gbout the
MCC emong other peace groups. Now it is gaining recognition 2s an organizaotion
which is doing things, quietly but with good foundation.

To nourish this growing crcative spirit and to insurc its continuance after
the war, therc is a need to get information ncw as 1o who .the persons arc who
are willing to use the way of love only, and to OppoOsC unrescrvedly - the military
way of dealing with problems. 4 roster of 2ll the persons who fecel that they
cannot condonc the use of military force under ony circumst-nces Wonld he 4
power ful incentive to stay the hand of any military-minded government from using
violence hastily. Such a 1list obfaincd now could be considered walid since
people would be making their choice quite rcalisticallye Some signers of peacce
pledges in  time of peace change their minds when wer becomes ‘imminent, but those
who would pledge themselves now would do so with a cleor picturc of the olter-
nativese If we wait to gather such a roster until after the war is over, the
supporters of pcace will be scattercd and the identity of many arnot be dis—
coverad. : :

Only by planning for an active peace orgonization mnow can wc avoid losing
ground when thc war crisis is overs FPeace organizations and church branchcs and
groups arc working together in the midst of a war largely beeause they are faced
with o common opposition. When this opposition disoppears there is great danger
that the cooperaoting groups will agein scparate, and thus each will 1lesc the
stimulating contributions which come from the othere i

Here then, is the task of any peace group--to Christianizc ~ human relation-
ships. Let wus organize now for action after the wars If we really believe in
constructive work for humanity, our activities and our fervor will not diminish
when the shooting stops.--RW

There are those who have mnever paid hard earned money to
have the privilege of working, or to wear out a pick in
frozen ground.

I am sorry you cannot share some of thése experiences. I am
scrry ycu can not forget your work as I did a week ago to
help pour the last section of our dam here.

Four buckets of water from a fire 1licked tank, two wheel-
barrows of sand, four of rock, two sacks of cement, and the
motor kicks harder as Jake pulls the lever which hoists it
into the mixer, Then into the bucket 1t goes to te swung
high over head by the drag 1line to the forms. Alvin pulls
the lever and nearly half a yard of concrete claftters down
to become g part of a bulwark of concrete and steels Back
goes the bucket swinging against a boundless skye. Again and
again and again as the time slips bys Shovelers, water boy,
heaver of cement, one by one slip over to see how it is
coming.

Smoke from the fire, cement dust, the masiec of motors,
clatter ' of rocks, gushing water from the pumps, and the
shouts of men go into the dam with the concrete. It's not
just a ridge across a river, this dam; 1t is strength and
beguty. It 1s permanence and solidnesss

War's battles will be over some day and men will again do
building instead of digging fox holes. For now, this meagre
river bed will have to be our North Africa. Our fight must
