. A C.0. ON A DAIRY FARY

Some of you may have been wondering
how we C0Os have becn faring on the
dairy farms, In talking to some of the
other boys, I believe most of them are
happy and satisfied with their work,

As one would expect, there are some
disadvantages in farm service. The 25
men in this unit are scattered through~
out ElPaso County., Some are a consid~
erable distance from camp, and, due to
difficulties in ‘transportation, are
not able to get to camp as often as
they would like. Long hours of work
is another matter that some boys men-
tioned. Thon too, cquipment may not
ho _gf tho beets Opportunitics to at-
toend church, Sunday School, or other
rcligious mectings is another draw-
back in some cases,

In spite of thess bandicaps most of
the boys would choose farm service in
preference to returning to camp, soO
there must also be some advantages,
The first to enter my mind is the fact
that most of us are farm boys and farm-
ing is not new, Although faming prac-~
tices may vary from those back home,
this makcs it both interesting and edu-
cational. New practices and methods
can be observed and remembered for fu~
ture use at home. One other advantage
is a return to family living, I be-
lieve all the boys are enjoying excel-
lent relationships with their employ~
ors and ncighbors, For this wc owe a
tremendous thanks to the fine record
of the camp and hard work by camp boys
and camp staff, éspecially the direc-
tor. It also offers an opportunity to
brove we are not complete slackers and
