WHAT E'VE BEEN DOIN'

Let's take a brief look at the re~
cord and see just what we have been do—
ing by way of project worke The statls—
tics for the three months——July, Augustg
and September—-are the only complete re-—
cords to date and will.therefore be con—
sidered here., i

e see that by far the greater parti
of our &imxe has been spent on farm
labor, This has consisted of general

farm work from the planting to the har-~

vesting of crops for farmers in this
vicinitys At one time we had as many as
52 men on farm labor as compared with a
high of 68 for the 1944 summer season,
At this writing the farm labor has fall~
en off to an average of about 8 men per
days In the third quarter of this year
we spent a total of 14931 man-days on
the farms,

Other work which has been done this

summer includes 826 man~days in irriga-

tion work. 506 man-days were
preparing and caring for cattle pas=—
tures. We spent 760 man~days in con—~
strueting water supply systems f o r
stock. Preparatory work mnecessary to
the work on the project, together with
the time required for equipment repair
totaled 1,196 man-days. 255 man-days
were spent on hydralic research and 26
more days on emergency flood control,

After several false starts,
demobilization is finally getting under~
ways The total "systematic" releases
from Mennonite Central Committes units
stood at 175 as of November 21, Accord-
ing to the. is*est Selective Service
ammounceément, all men 38 years old,
those 35 to 37 with two years of ser~
vice by December 31, 1945, who had not
made application far release previausly,
were instructed to do so, This quali-
fied an additional 111 men in MCC-CPS.
This means that . all men who classify in
one of the above three categories will
be released before Ghristmas. The same
amouncement also stated that no other
applications would ©be called for before
Jamuary 1, 1946,

France was the first nation to
adopt the conscription law, As early as
1793 the French Convention decreed that
all able-bodied men between the ages of
18 and 25 were liable to military ser—

vice. In 1800 Napoleon seized upon this
method to forward his imperial ‘dreams,
He said: "I can afford to expend 30,000

men a monthe" Such an attitudé toward
human 1life is the very antitHesis of
Christianity, and comparable to the dis~
regard for human life todays Did Prance
protect herself with a conscripted amy?
The answer is emphatically, '"no." She
actually 1lést five wars under conscrip—
tions The imperialistic dreams of Napo~
leon aré now costing the lives of his
own people, Again we see demonstrated
the principle of Josuss He that takes
the sword shall perish with the sword.

Following the example of Napoleon
other nations tried the method of con~
scription an d experlenced the same
devastating results, Spain tried it and
